
Engagement and Wedding Guidelines

•Please print or type clearly on the forms provided. Forms are also
available on The DPA Web site at www.dpa.xtn.net.

•We run the announcement only on Fridays as room permits.

•If you are not mailing invitations, the sooner we receive the
engagement announcement, the sooner we can run it.

•We suggest that you turn in the engagement announcement
one month before the wedding date.

•Please include a daytime phone number where you may be reached
to verify information or to clarify any questions we may have.

•When submitting a wedding story, we must receive it within 90 days
of the date of the wedding. After 90 days, there will be a charge of $15
to get it published. We do not publish wedding announcements after

six months from the date of the wedding.

•If you did not submit an engagement announcement to The DPA, we
will include your educational background and the names of your

grandparents on the wedding announcement.

•Photos submitted should be in color of both the bride and groom no
larger than 5x7. The best photos are the ones with light backgrounds.

•Put the names of both the bride and groom on the back of the
photo. Photos may also be sent by e-mail to fedpa@xtn.net.

•To ensure the safe return of your photo a self-addressed stamped
envelope should be submitted with the announcement.

•If a SASE is not submitted, you have two weeks to pick up the
photo after the announcement appears in the paper after which time

the photos will be disposed of.
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
